  The Christmas Bureau of Edmonton is a registered non-profit organization established in 1940 to provide festive food 
hampers for less fortunate Edmontonians and to reduce the duplication of service, thus ensuring that your donor dollars 
reach the greatest number of families, seniors and singles in need. 
 

  Your donation of $85.00 will provide a festive food hamper for a family of four; $30 will provide a senior or 
individual with a festive food hamper. 
 

  The Christmas Bureau acts as an umbrella organization accepting client referrals from over 80 agencies to ensure no 
client is overlooked.  We are non-denominational, available to all Edmontonians in need. 
 

  The client database we create to distribute festive food hampers is also used by 630 CHED Santas Anonymous to 
distribute toys to children 0 – 12 years old and by the Edmonton Sun Adopt-A-Teen program to distribute gift cards to 
youth 13 – 17 years old. 
 

  Over 800 volunteers generously donate over 8,000 hours of their time and skills to the Christmas Bureau. Volunteers 
are always needed!
